All activities in Phases 1 & 2 are allowed, in addition to the following...

Outdoor group recreational sports activities Restaurants/taverns at <75% capacity,
(50 or fewer people) table size no larger than 10

Recreational facilities at <50% capacity Bar areas in restaurant /taverns
(gyms, public pools, etc.) at <25% capacity

Theaters at <50% capacity

. . Customer-facing government services
Allow gatherings with no more than 50 people (felework remains strongly encouraged)
Indoor spiritual or religious services up to 50%

of capacity or 400 individuals (whichever is less).

Choirs not allowed. Museums

Libraries

All other business activities not yet listed
