Rules and Regulations

Sportsmanship:  Good sportsmanship and cooperation is expected.  The team captain is expected to control his teammates and is the spokesperson of their team.  Poor sportsmanship could result in a technical, intentional, or flagrant foul.  Failure to comply with the rules will result in removal of the player and/or team. Any ejection will result in suspension from next year’s 3 on 3 or worse. Decisions are final and are not subject to review.
1. Who Can Play: The tournament is open to players ages 9 and up.  
2. Number of Players: Each team may consist of a maximum of 4 players, and may only have 3 on the court at a time.
3. Authorized Equipment:  no player may wear potentially dangerous equipment on the elbow, hand, wrists or fingers—this includes hard plastic braces, casts or other items. Court monitors have the final word to disallow.
4. Bracket Types: Teams will be divided into 3 brackets according to ages.  The brackets include grade school, high school and adult.
5. Shooting Distances: All teams will use the same distance for free throws (15 feet) and  two point shots ( 19 feet)
6. Stealing the Ball: Players at all ages may steal the ball when it is being passed. Stealing will also be allowed when dribbling or holding the ball.
7. Fouls: Players will call their own fouls.  The player fouled will call the foul.  All fouls will result in one free throw shot, except on successful field goals, in which case the basket counts and no free throw shot is awarded. During a free throw, the opposing team may not intentionally disrupt the shooter’s unhindered throw. A change in possession will result regardless of whether a free throw shot is made or missed. After the shot, the ball will be placed into play from the back-court line.  Incidental contact between opponents shall not result in a called foul unless such contact results in a meaningful disadvantage.  
a. Technical Fouls: A technical foul will be called for unsportsmanlike conduct such as taunting, baiting or trash talk. A player who aggressively comes into contact with a court monitor shall be automatically ejected from the game. A technical foul results in one point for the offended team and possession of the ball.
b. Intentional Fouls: An intentional foul, is a foul designed to neutralize the opponents advantageous position, and is ruled intentional based on the monitor’s observation of the act.  An intentional foul results in one point for the offended team and possession of the ball.
c. Flagrant Fouls: A flagrant foul is violent and aggressive, like kicking or striking the opponent.  A flagrant foul results in one point for the offended team and possession of the ball.  The player committing the foul will be suspended from paly for the remainder of the game and possibly the rest of the tournament.
8. Stalling: Stalling is when a team does not actively attempt to advance the ball. Stalling is prohibited and will result in a technical foul.
9. Which Team Starts the Ball:  A coin toss prior to the game will determine which team gets the ball out-of-bounds first.
10. Keeping Score: All made baskets inside the two point line count for one point and made baskets outside the two point arc count for two points.  The first team to 20 points is the winner.
11. Length of Game:  If a score of 20 is reached in 25 minutes the game is done, or the game is stopped at 25 minutes and the team who has the lead of 2 or more points is declared the winner. Overtime is declared if the teams are tied.  The first team to score in overtime session shall be declared the winner. 
12. Checked Ball: The ball must be checked by an opposing player before it is put into play. The pass may occur anywhere on the court but the on-ball defender must remain behind the two-point arc.
13. Change of Possession:  The ball will change possession after scored baskets and all free throw attempts with the exception of technical, intentional and flagrant fouls.
14. Taking it Back: The ball will be “taken back” on each change of possession, regardless of whether or not a shot was attempted.  Failure to take it back results in loss of possession and any points just scored.  Taking it back means bringing your whole body and the ball behind the take back line, not the sidelines or 2 point arc.
15. Ball Out of Bounds: A ball out of bounds will be taken out from the back court line.
16. Boundaries: The basket structure and supports will be considered out of bounds.  The backboard sides, top, and bottom shall be considered in bounds.
17. Jump Ball: In a jump ball situation, the ball will first go to the team which lost the opening coin toss, with alternating possessions thereafter.
18. Dunking: Dunking is not allowed and will result in a technical foul.
19. Substitutions: substitutions may only be made during time out or dead ball situations.
20. Time Out: Each team is allowed a single one minute time out per game.  The clock will stop running during time outs.
21. Player Injury: If a player is bleeding that player will be directed to leave the game to get help.  No blood stained clothing will be allowed on the court.
22. Game Times:  A printed general schedule will be available on the Saturday of the tournament, but no game times will be posted.  Teams are encouraged to check in often at the court to determine the start of their game. Teams not at the court for their scheduled game time are given a 5 minute grace period before a forfeit is enforced.  
23. The Fine Print: Court monitors shall have the power to make decisions on any points not specifically covered in the rules and regulations and shall also have the complete authorization to interpret the intent and purpose of these rules and regulations. Court monitors reserve the right to disqualify any player or team for infractions of tournament policies including 1) the use of illegal players.
